1. Lightening the Load  
In the Gospel Christ says that his yoke is easy and his 
burden is light. But how can this be true?  
 
Doesn’t each Christian among us have a heavy burden 
to carry? 
 
Nobody needs me to tell him what makes a burden heavy.  
Everyone can look at his own life and make the list. And even if there 
is some person who has no worries or sadness for himself, he must 
be a very lonely person if he is not carrying a burden for someone 
else whom he loves. 
 
So, in what sense is Christ’s yoke easy and his burden light? 
To see why Christ’s saying really is true after all, consider the  
condition Christ sets for getting the gift he offers of an easy yoke and 
a light burden: “Come to me,” he says. 
 
To come to someone is to let that person come into you. It is to be 
open to him, to let his will make a difference to what you yourself will 
and do. It isn’t safe, generally speaking. 
 
But when the person to whom you come is Christ himself, the  
vulnerability which openness brings with it is more than matched by 
the love Christ gives. In the gift of that love, everything that might be 
loss is turned into gift given and gift received, to be returned again in 
love. 
 
Even death is like this. One does not have to come to death as if it 
were a depredation. Within the love of Christ, what might be only  
irrevocable loss of the gift of one’s life can become a sharing with 
Christ too. One can offer one’s life as gift to Christ, with Christ, for 
Christ, as one goes through death to arrive at life in Christ. 
 
And if  the heavy load of death can be lightened in this way, then what 
Christ says is true about every other heavy burden, too: in coming to 
him, in shared love with him, we will find that his yoke is easy and his 
burden is light.

POPE FRANCIS’ COLUMN 
 

Pope to Young People: The Church Without Mary Is an Orphan 

The Pope has urged young people to fix their eyes on the Blessed Mother as they de-
cide which vocation to choose. 

Speaking to a group of young people from the diocese of Rome in the Lourdes Grotto 
in the Vatican Gardens on Saturday, he told them that as they contemplate vocations, not to forget or 
ignore their mother Mary, who remains at their side. 

Just as Mary accompanied her son, the Pontiff said, she “accompanies us,” and is with young people 
as they decide their vocations.  “When a Christian says to me, not that he does not love the Virgin, but 
rather that it does not come to mind to look to the Virgin or to pray to the Virgin, I feel sad," the Pope 
said, adding that “a Christian without the Virgin is an orphan.” 

Francis commented that in today’s provisional society, it could be easy to lose sight of the definitive. 

But he warned against this, saying, “We are afraid of the definitive. And to choose a vocation, any vo-
cation, including vocations that involve a 'state' such as marriage, consecrated life, the priesthood, one 
must choose with a view to the definitive. This is contrary to the culture of the provisional. It is a part of 
the culture in which we must live in this time, but we must live through this and conquer it.” 

The Pontiff explained that a Christian needs two "mothers:" the Church and Our Lady. He added that 
“to 'test' a true Christian vocation, it is necessary to ask oneself, 'How is my relationship with these two 
mothers?'” 

“This visit to the Virgin is very important in our lives," he stressed, adding that “she accompanies us 
also, in our definitive choice, the vocational choice,” just as she did for her Son, on his vocational path, 
which was "so hard and so painful.” 

After encouraging all present to sing the “Salve Regina,” the Holy Father concluded by imparting his 
blessing to all the young people and their families, asking them to pray for him. 

The official logo and prayer for World Youth Day 2016 were unveiled in the event’s host city — Kra-
kow, Poland — by the city’s archbishop, Cardinal Stanislaw Dziwisz. 

The logo and prayer focus on the theme chosen by Pope Francis from the Gospel of Ma�hew: “Blessed 

are the merciful, for they will receive mercy.” 

The logo features a red and blue flame of Divine Mercy flowing from a gold cross that is surrounded by 
a red outline of the map of Poland. A gold dot represents the city of Krakow on the map and symboliz-
es the youth. The red, blue and yellow colours represent the official colours of Krakow and the city’s 
coat of arms. 

The prayer begins with a line from St John Paul II’s homily at the dedica#on of the Shrine of Divine Mercy in Krakow in 2002: 
“God merciful father, in your son, Jesus Christ, you have revealed your love and poured it out upon us in the Holy Spirit, the 
comforter, we entrust to you today the des#ny of the world and of every man and woman.” 

The first part of the prayer entrusts to the Lord’s mercy all of humanity, especially the world’s young people. The second part 
asks God to grant to the faithful the grace of being merciful toward others, especially those who have doubts about faith or who 
are discouraged. The last part asks for the intercession of Mary and St John Paul — the patron saint of World Youth Day. 

The interna#onal gathering is scheduled for July 26-31, 2016, with Pope Francis and youth from all over the world. 

The last interna#onal celebra#on of World Youth Day, which Pope Francis celebrated in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, in July 2013, con-
cluded with a Mass a�ended by 3 million people.
